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It’s that time of year again!  Buckle Up! Cops will be out in force DAY and NIGHT as part of the 2010 Click It or Ticket mobilization.
· Since the Illinois primary safety belt law was enacted, safety belt compliance has jumped over 15 percentage points from 76.2 percent in 2003 to 91.7 percent in 2009. 

· Law enforcement will be out in force both DAY and NIGHT to remind the Illinois residents that are not buckling up, to wear their safety belts – every trip, every time!  

· Pickup truck drivers and passengers continue to have lower safety belt usage rates than occupants of other passenger vehicles.  Nationwide in 2008, 67 percent of pickup truck drivers and 70 percent of pickup truck passengers who were killed in traffic crashes were NOT buckled up.  

· This year’s Click It or Ticket mobilization runs May 14 – May 31, 2010.  Some law enforcement agencies got a jump start on the mobilization by starting local campaigns May 1, 2010.
· Over 500 Illinois law enforcement agencies will be writing tickets during the Click It or Ticket mobilization.

· Safety belts, when used, reduce the risk of fatal injury to front-seat passenger car occupants by 45 percent, and by 60 percent in pickup trucks, SUVs and minivans.  

· If you are pulled over for incorrect safety belt use or non-use – the fine is $55.00.
