5. You will receive a response with proof of completion. You must print that page and keep it in a file until at least three months after your certification renewal date.

Tip: Open the “Contents” file and look under the Dorel section. Cosco is one of three brand names for Dorel (the others are Eddie Bauer, and Safety 1st). Dorel often uses multiple brand/model names for the same seat, and identifying the proper name of the seat is necessary to determine correct harness threading and check for recalls.

2. For a Peg Perego Primo Viaggio made in 2004:

	
	The seat may be used for babies under 20 pounds (no minimum).

	
	The seat cannot be installed without the base.

	
	The shoulder belt, if present, goes under the slots on the top of the base.

	
	The carry handle may be up or down when used in the car.


Tip: Several differences in the original model and the current model are described in the summary sheets.

3. For a Century STE convertible seat made in 2004:

	
	Adjust the harness with the front harness adjuster strap.

	
	For rear-facing use, place both parts of the lap-shoulder belt in the slots across the front.

	
	Choose one of two crotch slots to fit the child.

	
	Recommend replacing the seat if the baby is under 1 year old and weighs more than 22 pounds.

5. Facts about the Evenflo Ultara: 

	
	No seats have been made since 2002, but it may still be used if it passes inspection.

	
	There are two models: 5-point harness or harness with tray-shield.

	
	All seats made were certified for rear facing up to 30 lbs.

	
	Prior to 1993, straps in the upper slots were routed under the metal tubing behind the shell.


Tip: Several model names have been used for this seat since it was introduced. Refer to “Contents.”
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
